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Introduction of AgileWrap APIs

AgileWrap API is REST based web services API. These APIs provides ability to query,
add, update and delete team members, projects, releases, iterations, user stories (requirements),
defects and tasks data from the AgileWrap system. These APIs allow you to easily integrate your
existing tools with AgileWrap, or create new tools over AgileWrap system.

You can call AgileWrap web services using any programming language that supports
RESTful web services. Some commonly used client side programming languages are Java, C#,
Perl, PHP, Ruby and Python.

AgileWrap APIs support authentication using basic authentication over SSL. Response for a

web service call is provided in XML and JSON formats. You can specify the return format by
specifying format parameters. JSON response is default.

HTTP Methods

AgileWrap RESTful APIs use following HTTP methods:

HTTP Method Action performed
1 GET Retrieves resource*
2 POST Creates a new resource*
3 PUT Updates a resource*
4 DELETE Deletes a resource*

*Note: A resource is a project, release, iteration, team member, user story, defect or task.
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AgileWrap APIs

APIs that operate on collections have plural names (example: Projects) while APIs that
operate on a single resource have singular names (example: Project).

a) The user performing the API operations should have a role within AgileWrap system that
has rights to perform these operations for the company. For information on AgileWrap
roles, refer to User Guide.

b) All the dates retrieved by APIs are in GMT.

c) If more than one query parameters are provided then AND is used between them.
